Abstract

Climate change is one of the top priorities on the global policy agenda and national
parties are important actors in climate politics. This paper focus on the drivers of party
competition in the context of the traditional parties’ division on the basis of economic and
cultural values, at national level, and within European political groups, through data
provided by the Chapel Hill Expert Survey (CHES) -Trend File 1999-2019, over the
European Parliament elections in 2014 and 2019. Our findings provide evidence that
political parties’ environmental concern is strongly correlated with cultural ideology and
country-level conditions. On the contrary, left or right economic ideology and European
political groups seem to have no significant impact.
