and the Yugoslav people to refuse Yugoslavia the right to occupy the territory retaken from the

enemy after the Yugoslav people has made so many sacrifices in the struggle for the national

rights of Yugoslavia and for the common cause of the United Nations.

At the same time in this reqgion be

established a control of the Allied Supreme Commander and, on mutual agreement between

Field Marshal Alexander and Marshal Tito, a demarcation line be drawn. By accepting these

proposals the question of administration in the region of Istria—Trieste would also receive a

As the Yugoslav population is in majority on this territory and already in the period of
German occupation a local Yugoslav administration was being formed, which at the present time
enjoys the confidence of the local population, the present situation should be taken into
consideration. By subordinating the already existing Yugoslavian civilian administration in this
region to the Yugoslav military command the question of administrative direction of this territory

would be appropriately regulated.
