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The evolution of Islamic terrorist groups in Nigeria and Niger:
main concerns and highlights.

Andreas Frentzos

Abstract

Terrorism is a timeless phenomenon, which has been evolved over the
centuries, taking various forms, depending on the ideology it served or the means
which were being used to achieve its objectives. Although there is no globally
accepted definition, the majority of the researchers agree that the meaning includes
two elements: violence and politics.

One of its modern forms is Islamic terrorism, which was influenced by the
religion of Islam, through the "irrational™ interpretation of its doctrines by Muslim
fanatics. Since the end of the 20th century, it has been developed into a global
phenomenon, which is currently taking refuge in West Africa. A large number of
terrorist groups that embrace the ideology of Salafism, armed with religious
fundamentalism and taking advantage of poor governance, poverty and other security
issues in the region, operate without being effectively addressed by states and
international organizations, causing thousands of victims, displacing millions of
inhabitants and destabilizing the wider region.

Nigeria and Niger are two of their "victim" states. The statistics clearly
demonstrate the problem. The former, has been consistently in the top ten states
affected by terrorism for the last ten years, while Niger enters the top ten for the first
time in 2021, in 8th place. The greatest responsibility for the terrorist activities
belongs to Boko Haram, the third worst terrorist group of all time. Other groups have
been splitted from Boko Haram, such as the Islamic State West Africa Province
(ISWAP) or Ansaru, which continue to operate in adjacent countries, Chad and
Cameroon. The two countries, are also affected by the activities of similar terrorist
groups from Mali, Al Qaeda in the Islamic Maghreb (AQIM) and the Islamic State of
Greater Sahara (ISGS).

The activities of these groups have created a multidimensional terrorist
ecosystem, which, combined with other security issues, which are facing the two
countries, creates an explosive mix of challenges, capable of diverting their efforts

towards prosperity and economic development.
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Through this paper, an attempt will be made to analyze the creation and the
evolution of these terrorist groups, so as to highlight issues concerning their ideology,
their choice of targets and the relations between them. Finally, the main concern will
be analysed, which is the inability of both the two "fragile" states and the international
actor to deal with the problem, in order to propose a theoretical strategy for dealing
with the problem, which may be the subject of one other research.

The methodology which is used in this paper, is the study and the presentation
of extensive statistical data from recent surveys, which have been carried out by
reliable international organisations, which are considered as "think tanks" of terrorism,
so that the various highlights, concerns and conclusions on the research question of
the paper, are valid and as up-to-date as possible, since, as several researchers have
stated, «terrorism is as up-to-date, as the headlines of the morning newspapersy.
