“The legal status of demilitarization. The case of the eastern Aegean Greek

islands and the perspective of NATO in the Greek-Turkish conflict”

ABSTRACT

This thesis examines the legal status of the demilitarization regime of the Greek
eastern Aegean islands through the historical development of demilitarization as a
statute, before and after the 20th century and through the conventional texts concerning
the specific regimes. This essay reflects the conflicting arguments of Greece and
Turkey and summarizes the stance of the North Atlantic Treaty Organization, as well
as the Greek-Turkish conflict within the NATO framework that sometimes
significantly affected the stability of the Alliance. There is an examination of the actual
formulation of customary international law by the international organizations’ practice,
but also of states practice. All of the above elements are analyzed through the prism of
international law and useful conclusions and findings are deducted concerning the
demilitarization as a statute in the contemporary world, in accordance with international

practice, jus cogens and fundamental change of circumstances (rebus sic stantibus).

“Mr. Dragoumis then raised the question of the demilitarization of the
Dodecanese. He said that there was a Yugoslav request of the Military Commission
to define demilitarization and the Greeks were anxious that the definition should
not contain any prohibition against the drilling or training of draftees in the
islands. He said that the Turkish islands of Mytilene and Chios were demilitarized
under the Lausanne Treaty and that a satisfactory definition of demilitarization
was contained in that Treaty. He hoped that the Dodecanese could be assimilated
to the Lausanne definition of demilitarization. The Secretary said he was not
familiar with the question but would make inquiry of General Balmer. (This he
subsequently did and was informed by General Balmer that a definition of
demilitarization had been agreed upon by the Big Four Military Advisers just that
morning. The definition would permit the arming and training only of internal
security forces for the islands. General Balmer was instructed to inform the Greeks
that we could not very well support their claim.)

In conclusion the Greeks discussed the seriousness from the economic
point of view of the situation in Greece as set forth in the recent message from
Prime Minister Tsaldaris which had been sent to the Secretary. They said that the
rural population in the north is so convinced that Greece is about to be invaded by
Albania and Yugoslavia that the farmers are leaving their fields when they should
be preparing for the next crop and there is a great rush of population to the cities.
This is being accompanied by a flight from the drachma and a great demand for
gold pounds. The Greek Government is very seriously concerned lest all the
economic progress made in recent months will be lost. The Secretary said he was
aware of the seriousness of the situation and expressed his deep regret over these

developments. "%

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That treaty was followed by the Treaty of Montreux (1936), which makes no
mention of the demilitarization. Since the Montreux Treaty expressly states in the
Preamble that it replaces the Lausanne Treaty (and not only some parts of it), our
opinion is that the Lausanne Treaty is not in effect now, therefore the
demilitarization clauses no longer apply. Should the Lausanne Treaty apply, even
in that case it is questionable whether it forbids overflights by military (State)
aircraft. When defining the meaning of 'demilitarization’, the treaty specifically
does not mention such a ban even though it may only be so because the level of
technical development did not make it necessary in 1923. The status of the island
of Ikaria is covered by the Lausanne Treaty of Peace (1923), which is still in effect.
This treaty does not order a complete demilitarization, just stipulates that ‘No naval
base and no fortification will be established in the said islands' (Art. 13.1). This
definitely does not mean that no military aircraft can fly over lkaria. Greek and
Turkish military aircrafts are forbidden to fly over the territory of one another only.
In conclusion, our opinion is that there is no legal obstacle to the overflights in the

concerned area during the exercise»®!
