The Euro-Atlantic area and the Baltic States: The challenge of Russia

Athanasios N. Papaefstathiou

Abstract
The purpose of this paper is to examine Russia's influence in the Baltic States within
the Euro-Atlantic area. Russia, under President Putin, pursues a strategy of global
influence and promotes itself as a Great Power with revisionist elements. In Russia’s
near abroad, the Baltic States are the only members of NATO and the EU that were
former members of the USSR.

This paper examines the motives behind the Russian actions within its foreign
policy frame and the vulnerabilities of the Baltic States. Additionally, one must bear
in mind that the Baltic States are a group of countries belonging to the Euro-Atlantic
area where EU and NATO policies are implemented, and thus, tools of different
intensity and form are required.

In the first chapter an introduction is made with reference to the changes in the
international system and the enlargement policies of NATO and the EU, followed by
the Euro-Atlantic Cold War and post-Cold War relations along with the NATO and
EU security policies. The third chapter sets the geopolitical framework and analyzes
Russia's foreign policy from the collapse of the Soviet Union to the present. Russia's
foreign policy aspirations are analyzed, in conjunction with its role and position as a
state in the international system. The fourth chapter discusses the policy pursued by
NATO and the EU in the Baltic States as well as how the Baltic States perceive it as
security consumers. Finally, in the fifth chapter we summarize and compare the two

mentioned policies and draw some conclusions regarding their future development.
