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Abstract

The purpose of this study is to examine attitudes towards same sex marriage and same
sex parenting, in relation to factors which have been indicated as predictors of the
aforementioned attitudes in bibliographic records. To be more specific, the influence
of demographic characteristics, religiosity, personal contact with the LGBTQI+
community, gender role attitudes and sexual prejudice was assessed in relation to the
dependent variables. Participants of this study (N=170) filled out a series of online
research scales, and statistical analysis of the data followed to test the hypotheses.
Research hypotheses were sufficiently confirmed. A model of hierarchical multiple
regression was constructed, using gender, age, educational attainment, sexual
orientation, religiosity, contact with LGBTQI+ individuals, gender role attitudes and
sexual prejudice as predictors, which in turn substantially explained the variation in
sample data. The influence of gender role attitudes and sexual prejudice had a unique
significant effect on attitudes towards same sex marriage and same sex parenting, viz.
that more traditional gender role attitudes and higher degree of sexual prejudice
predicted more negative attitudes towards same sex marriage and same sex parenting.
In the course of this study limitations evidently arose, nevertheless, the results

confirm and expand existing literature regarding Greek population.
