During this period our Country is un-
der a state of special circumstances, due
to incidents that take place inside or out-
side its borders and situations that is
asked to shoulder and bring into actions.

The incidents that have taken place
outside of Greek borders and in which
Greece has by no means taken any part at
all. are many and varied in nature and in
the opinion of the writer can constitute
either an «opportunity» or a «danger» de-
pending on their substance or on the way
they adept with.

To be more specific:

According to the Fund of the United
Nations UNFPA the world’s population
has already reached the 6.000.000.000
souls (duble of that in the beginning of
the decade 1960). In addition. apart from
the problems of the poor parties of the
population, there is increased pressure
on the entire natural environment, due to

Already, 2,000,000,000 human being
are facing the lack of nutrition,
2,400,000,000 people live without basic
services of hygiene, 20% of children and
teenagers all over the world quit their s-
tudies at the elementary education level
annually and as it is already known, for
many people, especially women, the ac-
cess in education, health and work is al-
ready difficult.

In addition the other findings are real-
ly depressing:

The wealthier countries of the world,
in which lives the 20% of the entire popu-
latiomconsume the 86% of the produced
goods and services, when 500,000 women
die every year because of want of care
during the pregnancy or the delivery.

It’s obvious that the demographic ex-
plosion will inevitably lead to a series of
problems that fatally will «affect» and
countries such as Greece: population mi-
gration of countries with low income to
more «prosperous» ones, augmentation
of the cost of raw materials, due to great
demand and consummation, illegal immi-
gration. increased criminality, etc.

The underestimation of the US dollar
towards the EURO creates double-na-
tured problems: On the one hand, it «sup-
ports» the economies of the Member-S-
tates of the EURO zone and on the other,
impedes exportations of these Countries.

The strengthening of EURO in rela-
tion to U.S. dol., does not efface other

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problems of the E.U.. such as that of the
violation of the Treaty of Stability from
the part of France. Germany, Italy and
Portugal that will not present balanced
budgets, during the following year.

The eminent revision of the Common
Agricultural Policy (CAP) of the E.U.
brings to the Commission many serious
problems for its southern countries,
Greece included.

As it is commonly known, the Com-
mission proposes the disconnection of
the level of productivity from the boosts
and the augmentation of allocations,
which are supplied for the development
of the urban life in the Member-States.
As a counterbalance is proposed to the
producers within the E.U. to take advan-
tage of special assistance. meaning that
the amount of the cultivated earth or the
bred animals, would not be calculated for
the level of the offered allocations.

Independently of the fact that Greece
will not be «inflicted» in the same level as
other countries e.g. France by the afore-
mentioned changes, still it will definitely
come up against serious problems led by
that transaction.

From the other side. the OECD (Or-
ganization of Economic Cooperation and
Development) distinctions awarded to
Greece for the performance of the Greek
economy till now, don’t withdraw the im-
portance of parallel expressed points for
the need of quickening the structural
changes, larger fiscal discipline, extended
productivity of the Public Direction, ac-

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celeration of changing into private the
public enterprises, etc.

For that last point the related ele-
ments of a sequence of countries (and
from Greece) tie in revenue that occurs
from the transformation of public enter-
prises to private. actions. etc for the last
few years, are characteristic.

Apart from that. underline that in
Greece the relevant procedure has al-
ready taken place for the dockyards of
Skaramaga. owned by the Greek Bank of
Industrial Development. In the same
time. the negotiations for the Casino of
Parnitha. the Greek oils and the Greek
posts are continued and the same proce-
dure for the Public Enterprise of Electric-
ity, the Olympic Airways and etc. are just
about to start.

Further more, the undertaking of
Greece responsibilities on issues of de-
fence and economy, from 1/7/2002, offers
a chain of advantages and «prepares it»
for the performance of the duties of its
presidency at the E.U., from the 1*' Janu-
ary 2003.

Everything mentioned «implicate»
positive facts but include and wellhidden
dangers. If the first will be used or the
others will be excluded is connected with
external factors. Independently of them,
the determination of the Governments
and the well-designed and mettlesome
confrontation of situations urge crucial
steps on dealing succesfully with this case
of national subjects in issues of defense
and economy from the 1" July 2002.
