This dissertation, titled «The im-
pact of regional structures on the Euro-
pean Union Cohesion Policy» was sub-
mitted to the University of Manchester
for the degree of MA (Econ) in Euro-
pean Politics and Policy by Anetta A.
Cassimati under the supervision of Dr
Elisa Roller and Prof. Martin Burch.

The dissertation has been signifi-
cant because it studies one of the fac-
tors thar have contribured to the inef-
fectiveness of EU Regional Policy de-
spite the concentrated efforts and the
constant development of EU Regional
Policy. The main argument put forward
Is that strong regions in decentralized s-
tates have been more successful in mo-
bilizing resources for economic devel-
opment than region in centralized sys-
tems. This can be attributed to the de-
gree of access that regional institutions
have in the decision making process,
the financial distribution of resources
and the policy implementation process.
The project illustrates the above argu-
ment by studying the organization of
regional structures in Spain, with par-
ticular reference to Catalonia, and in 1-
taly, with particular reference to the

trelast two decades. Catalonia is an ex-
ample of a strong region within a re-
gionalized system, which actually pro-
duccd the fastest growth amongst all
the weakest regions in the mid-late
1980's. Southern Italy is an example of
anarea characterized by economic
backwardness, which is strongly associ-
ated with the weakness of regional in-
stitutions in Southern Italy.

The first chapter provides a histori-
@ background of the origins, aims,
means of EU Regional policy. Also it
provides a agenerai view of how re-
gions can facilitate economic develop-
ment. The second and third chapters in-
troduce the regions of Catalonia and
southern Italy respectively. It describes
the position of each region in their sys-
tems, their structural problems and the
involvement in the implementation of
EU policies and the Structural Funds.
The forth chapter brings the main
points together and concludes that re-
gional structures are important and can
influence the outcome of EU Regional
policy. Finally the chapter suggests «for
devolution to fulfill it purpose it should
be ensured that regional institutions
are empowered with actual political, fi-
nancial and legal auronomy to perform
their duries as political brokers and a-
genrs of social and economic develop-
ment».
