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The ongoing grave economic
crisis beyond the huge que-
stions, which raises regarding its
reasons, it undoubtedly causes
bitterness,fears and concerns
everywhere in the world, given
anyone’s impossibility to control
iteffectively and efficiently.

Facts are already known in
detail. Consequently itis not
necessary anyfurther presen-
tation of them.

Times require relevant,
innovative and radical solutions
whichshould be in long distance
from “small” political approa-
ches.

The views expressed
regarding the exitfrom the
current situation vary so as to
their range, as well as to their
texture.

It goes without saying that
the unfortunate economic
situation will not be confronted
only with the public investment
programs, either of large or of
smallscale.

Bold measures needed (new
tax incentives, monetary policy
measures, stricter rules on
«aggressive» investmentfunds
as result of bold political
decisions. However, the inde-
cision problems of those are
unfortunately given on a
universal level

The banking crisis is not
absorbed. Consequently banks
worldwide do not contribute to
the revival of the economy, and
sometimesfor their expected
benefit.

It is being reminded in this
case, that debate has already
begun on the possibility of
nationalization of banks,
considered by Economists (eg
Stiglitz) as asingle solution.
