The Greek Regions:
Convergence and Cohesion

The book by Sarantis Lolos,
Professor of Economics at the
Department of Economic and
Regional Development of Panteion
University, fills a gap in the literature
of regional analysis and policy in
Greece. It is worth mentioning that
the publication of this book coincides
with the forthcoming major reformin
the regional and local government
map in Greece (the so-called
“Kallikrates Plan”).

The book investigates real
regional convergence in Greece in
the European landscape formed by
the acceleration of the European
integration process and the entrance
of Greece into the Economic and
Monetary Union. The application of
interventionist measures for the
promotion of even regional
development in Greece is also
investigated and evaluated.

The book consists of three
Chapters.

In Chapter I growth theories are
introduced and the explanatory
factors of growth and convergence
are discussed. The empirical evidence
of regional convergence in the EU
and in Greece particularly is also
reviewed. In addition, the role of
Cohesion policies of the European
Union aiming at promoting growth
and convergence is thoroughly

Emphasis is placed on the
beneficial impact of the European
Structural Funds for the achievement
of even regional development.

In Chapter II regional
inequalities in Greece over the
period 1995-2003 (at NUTS Il level)
are investigated and analysed in
great detail. Of great interest is the
fact that the analysis is not limited
to the examination of Gross
Regional Product. The behaviour of
a great number of factors-indices
which reflect the level of prosperity,
social cohesion and the growth
potential of Greek regions is
investigated systematically. In the
analysis of these factors descriptive
statistics are used and the
presentation is diagrammatic to
make it more perceptible to the
reader. The analysis of data leads to
the conclusion that regional
inequalities in Greece have
diminished over time.

In Chapter I1I policy measures
and interventions are presented
promoting the balanced growth of
Greek regions. These policy
interventions are classified in five
development priorities relating to
the improvement of regional
interconnection, the enhancement of
competition, the resurgence of the
countryside, the improvement of
social infrastructure and services,
and the upgrading of physical
environment and culture. In the book
are also presented estimates of the
regional distribution of the total
financing from the European
Structural Funds (of the
Programming Period 2000-2006) for
each one of the five development
priorities. Total financing includes

the Regional Programmes together
with the Sectoral Programmes of
horizontal character covering the
whole country.

It should be noted that after
twenty years of experience with
European structural interventions, it
is the first time that we obtain a
picture of the manner that total
structural financing is distributed
across regions. This enables us to
evaluate regional policy as a whole
and not partially, as it has usually
been done (by taking into account
the Regional Programmes only).

The analysis comes to the
conclusion that the European
structural funds are diverted more to
the lagging behind regions and less to
the more developed ones. This
finding is in contrast to the general
impression in Greece that the
“Centre” is benefited at the expense
of the “Greek Periphery” from the
European financial support.

Finally, the author discusses the
conditions under which economic
growth and convergence of Greek
regions will continue in future and
sets a quantitative regional
development target for the case of
Greece.

Apart from the detailed analysis,
the author provides us with a large
amount of quantitative data and
qualitative information useful for the
study of various issues relating to

regional development in Greece.
