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Introduction

Despite the current and ongoing
international (and national), financial crisis,
interest in environmental issues in general
continues to grow, beyond every expectation.

That means possibly, either that we did not
look far enough with the issue or that we were
unaware of the range of the relative
environmental problems.

Whatever version if considered valid, the fact
is one: The whole issue of “environment” has
reached a breaking point, and sensitization
among Peoples continues to grow.

Recent events contributed to this last
direction, such as various natural phenomena
(rain, floods, droughts, hurricanes, temperature
increase, etc.) and “formal” actions, such as
international conferences on the Environment on
Climate Change, etc. Establishment of Special
Service for Environmental Protection at the level
of states, Transnational Common Policies, etc.

Apart from these, it must be noted that
towards the direction of sensitization among
Peoples contributed Mass Media as well, which
even indirectly involved (and) with the
substantial dimension of environmental
problems in general, in view of political anti-

conference in Copenhagen (December 2009), in
which the lion’s share in the publicity won by
political rather than environmental policies.
Subject of the text below are various aspects
of the environment, such as the observed climate
changes and around them is being made the
reference to various natural phenomena, and the
statutory reference to relevant strategies, policies
and measures at three international organisms,
Finance Associations and a State of Greece.

The protest of Nature

The general finding that extreme climate
events occur is always true, but equally true is the
finding that during recent years such phenomena
tend to have, instead of an exceptional nature, the
nature of the resident.

The report, below, confirms this view. Despite
the fact that timely it is limited to a single two year
period of general natural phenomena,
influencing directly or indirectly both the natural
and the manmade environment the report is
really indicative:

Centres outside world: cosmic radiation,
falling meteorites, comets approaches etc.
Tyfones, hurricanes, tornadoes, snowstorms,
thunderstorms, heavy precipitation, heat waves,
cold waves, fog, frost, dust storms, climate change
etc.

Earthquakes, volcanic eruptions, landslides,
soil pitches, tidal waves etc.

Floods, avalanches, glacier travel, snow
melting, moving icebergs in the sea etc.
Fires in forests, croplands, etc. in built-up areas.

It is obvious that all these phenomena
encompass a small or greater degree of risk, and
part of the responsibility for proper
troubleshooting in the long term basis belongs to
Architecture Science and its therapists,
Architects.

Thus, during the year 2008 “just” happened as
follows, according to official data from the
Environmental Program OHE (UNED):

“Irregular” temperature increase in
Australia, the United Kingdom, Canada, China,
the Scandinavian Peninsula, etc.

The indicative report establishes the certainty
that many things have changed over the past and
of course these are not always caused by human
actions, but they were all non-controllable, in
terms of their “production”, and potentially
controllable at management level of their
devastating consequences and effects afterwards.

Institutional involvement

Given human inability for prevention of
phenomena like fall or raise of temperature,
excessive rainfall, hurricanes, landslides, etc. the
question that rises is whether the existing
institutions international, supranational,
transnational, national, involved, to what extent
and with what results with environmental issues
generally and whether the prospects are
promising for the near future.

Regarding this aspect of environmental
issues the following are being mentioned with the
note that the reference is indicative.

Given the trend of Peoples’ request to live in
a better environment (natural, since the
manmade is “produced” by themselves,
consequently with their responsibility) the
relative “right” changes from luxurious situation
before, to aimpiteous need today.

But this “change” has led the International
Organization of Society, the Transnational
Policies (since environmental problems do not
“recognize” borders), the National specific
policies and action of conscious citizens, to
confront with environmental issues and to adopt
later, under the pressure of events, related
regulations and related measures, of supposed
consensus, so applicable from everyone, but in
practice, selective and non-sanctioning to non
compliers).

Thus, the United Nations, Statutory Map of
which has been signed on June 26, 1945 in San
Francisco of the USA and entered into force on
October 24, 1945, included the goals of social
progress and better standards of Peoples’ living,
their economic prosperity (which is not always
produced with no adverse effects on the natural
environment), respect for the so-called Human
Rights etc.

Under those constitutional principles ONU
in later periods dealt systematically with
environmental issues in the wider sense and some
of the most important interventions in the form of
meetings, conferences, etc. are listed below.

1972: Conference on the Human
Environment.

1987: Meeting of the World Commission for
Environment and Development.

1992: (New) Summit on Environment and
Development.

1997: Special Meeting of ONU Member
States for Environment and Development.

2000: Targets of New Millenium.

2002: World Summit on Sustainable
Development.

2007: Conference on the Environment.

2009: Copenhagen Conference, etc.

From those conferences emerged a variety of
decisions on various aspects of the concept of
environment, many of which have not been
implemented in several States because their
implementation would affect their financial
interests (eg U.S.A., Kyoto Protocol for reducing
industrial pollutants).

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Elements from the three UNO
summits/conferences on environmental issues
are being mentioned here indicatively:

1987: A Committee Report (Chairman: Garo
Harlem BRUNDLAND) under the title «Our
Common Future» was submitted to the WORLD
COMMISSION ON ENVIRONMENT AND
DEVELOPMENT, which defines the concept of
sustainable development as development:

Which meets the needs of today without
reducing the ability of future generations to meet
their own needs...

Which maintains and preserves the available
natural environment of each country,

which should be used now, but there must be
the ability for the satisfaction of the future needs
of new generations...

The Report and especially the condition of
sustainable development was adopted by U.N.
Conference of 1992, and in relevant discussions it
is related with emphasis with the need of
environmental protection.

2000: 189 U.N.Member states signed a
Special Declaration under the title “Objectives of
Millennium”, which, inter alia, declares that:

They will work to ensure environmental
sustainability.

They will work to confront with the five major
inequalities between rich and poor States, one of
which is the unequal protection and sustainability
of natural resources.

2009: Copenhagen Conference (7 /12 -
17/12/2009), which has been characterized as the
most significant in history, among others
declared: “that The Kyoto Protocol is already in
the intensive care unit”, that further negotiations
are needed among States, after the Conference
for suspension issues of climate change, the need
for drastic cuts in greenhouse gases (which cause
global warming), supported the award of
100.000.000.000 dollars in developing countries
‘as climate help “, etc.

On the other hand, however U.S.A. and
China actually avoided to commit that they will
drastically reduce the emissions that cause global
warming.

Greece has
ratified the Agreement in 1992, while the sum of
signatory States is now 26. With responsibility of
administrative bodies have been established the
situated in Greece European Centres: For
prevention of earthquakes, ECPFE, and forest
fires, ECFF.

1973-1975: Conference for Security and
Cooperation in Europe: Final Act, signed by 40
States:

The participating States: They reaffirmed the
importance of environmental protection and the
need for rational use of natural resources for
present and future generations....

They agreed to seek solutions regarding
environmental issues, which are multilateral,
regional, subregional dimension ...

They decided to indicate to the State a take
effective measures to protect the environment ...

They decided to take measures:

- For combating the pollution of air and water.

- For improving environmental conditions in
residential areas, etc.

2009: LisbonTreaty or ReformTreaty entered
into force at the 1% of December 2009: Its settings
do not annul, but amend existing treaties, while it
is expected to designate the issue of climate
changes to European Union’s policy.

Greece, as a Member State of both the UNO,
and the Council of Europe and European Union
has adopted the above mentioned provisions and
it has recently taken series of other measures and
initiatives which prove its sensitivity on
environmental issues generally or on its
individual aspects, eg climate change.

Thus:

- Established Ministry of Environment.

- Restructured into new basis the Civil
Protection Service (and disasters).

- Adopted “green growth model”.

- Issues of so-called “green growth” will be
taught in Secondary Education, etc.

- Statutory Units, as the Bank of Greece
produce Special Studies on climate change issues,
etc.

Instead of epilogue

It has been said that many changes, despite
their need, regardless of the purposes, they serve
and regardless the objectives, through which their
utilization is seeked, they are being adopted
slowly, both from the ones who bare the
obligation of their legal institutionalization, as
and those who will bear the relative costs or will
collect the benefit.

However in the case of environmental issues
in general, things are especially urgent, because
for some issues, such as global warming unless
measures will be taken now, the situation will be
irreversible later.

And towards the study, pointing and taking
measures the participation of everyone, is
necessary, Architects and Architecture including.

In any rhetorical question how Architecture
and Architects are “involved” in confronting the
problem in its general approach the following are
being mentioned indicatively:

New ways of buildings construction are being
studied, new materials are being tested and
solutions are being sought for “production”,
“storing” and “energy saving” at the lowest
possible cost within the building blocks.

Given the fact that during the last two
decades a lot of new materials for building
construction have been “invented” (under the
pressing needs of reducing the construction costs,
saving energy, etc.) “revolutionary” and
“innovative” solutions applications in related
areas are expected. Modern Architecture,
seeking not only new aesthetic approaches but
everyday solutions as well, especially during
difficult times of economic downturn has already
proceeded to the search of methods and
techniques of building construction, which will
“produce” and “save” energy.

Already, discussion is being made for “smart”
materials of the buildings windows
through which solar energy will be stored for
various uses such as heating, heated water, etc.

Additionally there is discussion for
integrating in new buildings of several “sensors”
of multiple missions, such as measuring of the
rates of carbon dioxide inside the building and if
the rates have exceeded the allowable limits, then
an automatic mechanism of air conditioning will
start.

As expected, under these circumstances
‘return’ to the fore as well “old” energy-saving
ideas, such as “Green roofs”.

The latter are being created with several
plants, which retain the heat of the buildings
