CONFERENCE’ S FINAL CONCLUSIONS

1. During the final sitting of the plenary session, the chairmen conducted a
summary of the main points of all the reports. There was an extensive discussion
about the submitted proposals of the Greek, Yougoslavian, Bulgarian and
Romanian delegations. The last delegation was undertaken the task of the
observation of the progress of the organisation of the 2nd Conference. The
Secretariat will be composed of all Balkan countries.

2. The Conference’s majority elected Greek, Yougoslavian and Romanian rep-
resentatives as members of the Secretariat Executive Committee, which was also
consigned to collect and elaborate the reports and interventions of the Conference,
thus that the whole procedure would be concluded with the publication of a special
edition.

3. It was also decided that a Conference on Transbalkan legal Cooperation will
be held in a Balkan country every two years.

4. Romania and N. Yougoslavia were interested in the organisation of the 2nd
Conference. However, the delegation of Romania in cooperation with R 'CBL

undertook the task.
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
