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Modernisation - globalisation and the demise of communism

In this paper an attempt is made to examine the demise of the Soviet State in terms of on
going debate on the nature of modernisation, the present process of globalisation and the
fate of the nation-state.
Contrary to conventional wisdom, globalisation does not entail the demise or weakening
of the nation state. It only entails the demise of anti-development states- like the Soviet
and at a lesser extent most of the states of "Third World" Countries. Three types of nation-
state are compatible with globalisation:
(a) late development, semi - peripheral states, which in a more or less authoritarian man-
ner adopt dirigist policies which do not undermine but actively direct market price
towards developmental goals (this holds true despite the present Asian Crisis).
(b) "Nation states of the capitalist centre, which, because of their dominant economic
position, can achieve growth by simply freeing to the full market mechanisms.
(c) Quasi-capitalist, social democratic states of the capitalist centre, which are more
dirigist than (b) but less authoritarian than (a).
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
