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Globalisation and européanisation ofthe law - A comparative perspective

There is now a growing tendency towards intertwining of the "application" of rules, and
the creation of new rules linked to a fundamental change within the knowledge basis of
society: the element of design, the systematic generation of new options becomes increas-
ingly more important and changes the frame of reference for legal interaction. It would be
too narrow a view to regard this evolution just as a threat to the nation state and its law.
This is all the more so because this evolution is not limited to transnational legal relation-
ships which no longer refer to state-based law (the new law merchant). This is a funda-
mental process of change the management of which is only possible as the outcome of a
search process and a competition of different rules and institutions. This a challenge to the
legal system as a whole. New forms of public and private forms of cooperation and inter-
relationships have to be found and tested in practice. But this search process can no longer
be conceived of with reference to the hitherto established hierarchical order of separated
layers of more or less general rules which remain untouched by the process of "appli-
cation". A new form of legal pluralism allowing for coordination of transnational, supra-
national and enduring components of state-based legal interrelationships has to be
designed.
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
