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Doesglobalisation equal neo-liberalism; Economicpressuresandpolicy responses in European

Although this paper is sceptical of many aspects of the globalisation thesis, its intention is not to deny
its relevance: indeed, my central purpose is to try and identify some ways in which globalisation inter-
actswith domestic social and political change. But my argumentis much more nuanced and optimistic
- than that which associates globalisation with the diffusion of a neo-liberal orthodoxy. State steering
capacity is being constrained by developments beyond national borders; but this does not necessarily
mean a loss of state control or “neo-liberal” convergence, in either institutional change or policy objec-
tives.

Indeed, as during much of the post-war era, reforming labour market regulation and recasting wel-
fare states will require that most European countries follow a "third path" between the state and the
market, involving an accommodation of market pressures with the preservation of social protection
and consensus. Rather than being lost or voluntarily abandoned, state steering capacity will be
enhanced by maintaining and encouraging national bargains on social and economic priorities.
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
