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Nationallethnic identities within globalnetworks

"Digital nation", "virtual nation", "virtual community"”, "cybercultures”, these are terms
through which a reconceptualisation of the nation and of the national identity has been
attempted for several years now. The recent revival of nationalism, as divisive political
ideology, and the reemergence of ethnic movements is not merely the reaction of the
"local" to the "global”, neither is itjust a manifestation of the "global”. It is concurrently a
consequence of the mid- and long-term effects brought about by the new media and pri-
marily by the global networks through which a mediated sociability at a distance is being
constituted. One of the forms of the sociability in question is the national/ethnic collective
identity. However, it often occurs that this type of identity differs radically from the solid
national/ethnic identifications of the farther and the most recent past. This is mainly due
to the fact that the very "grammar" of the medium, as well as the cultural coding on which
it is based, is characterised by fundamental contradictions, such as those between instan-
taneous and continuous time, absence and presence, collectivity and individuality,
engagement and disengagement, person and persona, revelation and concealment,
private and the public.
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
