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The greek economy in the era ofglobalisation.
Difficult adjustments to an on-going transformation

After a brief overview of emerging trends and of discussions over the phenomenon of
"globalisation”, the paper discusses the current state and prospects of the Greek Economy,
especially of business firms, in the context of globalisation. The Greek case is treated as
a typical example of an "intermediate" economy, i.e. a system which belongs neither to the
core of developed economies nor to the category usually described as "emerging"
economies. The paper explores the effects of the process of globalisation upon this type of
economy. It describes the contradictions of the current state and explores alternative

strategies for the future.
