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Globalisation: new inevitable reality or witch hunt

The debate on the degrees of freedom actually available in the exercise of policy choice is
being undertaken under the pressure of a new orthodoxy: globalisation. The key tenet of
globalisation holds that the largest part of social reality is predicated by global processes
which neutralise factors specific to the national economies, cultures or borders. Their
place is taken by the global economy guided by unfettered market forces. In other words,
the global market subjugates all processes pertaining to the local or regional level, shrink-
ing drastically in this way the range of available realistic policy alternatives. For the fans
of the free market, such a development is welcome and holds the promise of optimum
solutions to problems large or small. For those of a more radical and critical disposition
this development is tantamount to disaster and ushers a new Dark Age of inhuman coer-
cion. This paper adopts a less manichaean viewpoint, arguing that the available evidence
is less conclusive than what either of the two extreme views would have us believe.
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
