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Globalisation and the network society

Globalisation is characterised by the great development of networks of an extreme variety
and extent, from the local to the global level. The logic of networks appears to condition
with a growing intensity the fortunes of economies and societies, which tend to depend
increasingly on the development of a great multitude of networks (and systems of
networks). These networks make increasingly part of broader networks at a transnational
and global level. Business, production, trade or financial networks, as well as cultural
and communication networks, social networks of great variety but also political networks,
networks of states, networks of international organisations.

The network tends to become a dominant image of social/human organisation today as
also implied by the wide use of the term "network society".

Emphasis will be given in this paper on the contexts and conditions under which the above
development takes place, also on the great heterogeneity and unequal socio-spatial distri-
bution as well as the broader phenomena of fragmentation and exclusion with which this
development is associated. The paper will further examine the theoritical problems asso-
ciated with the use of the networks model and concept as well as dangers associated with
this use.
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
