Professorial
syndicalism, educational reform and ¢ autonomy crisis’: the

In 1931 or 1932 the preamble of the Bill “For the rule and
regulations of the University of Athens” that is a prelude to the total
reform of the institutional framework of the organisation and operation
of higher education is made public. Immediately after this development
the professors of the University of Athens hastened to establish (for the
first time) a trade union, the Union of the University of Athens’s
Professors. Even at the time of its establishment the Union is activated
to prevent the voting of this institutional framework “without the necessary
amendments”. And this (happens) because they think that it contains
articles that offend the “university’s independence”. The role of the
professors that are also Senators and, one way or another, collaborators
with the Ministry of Education, is important. The invocation of “the
crisis of independence” but also the self-nomination of the professors as
responsible for its protection, is a main point of the protest word they

articulate. Mainly, the crisis of independence-was finally faced, as a
movement not based to the existing law, which is accepted by the
academic structure itself. Finally, after a series of negotiations with the
Ministry of Education and withdrawal of the particularly contentious
provision the professors’ protests receded. The whole unionist action of
the professors took place in a favourable international conjuncture while
it was relishing the reliance of the Greek opposition parties. Certainly,
the Greek case of university professors’ unionism we examined forms
rather an example of corporate word articulation than an indication of
intention for ideological and political intervention. Similar events will
take place half a century later, when the several Greek Universities’
professors will proceed to the establishment of unionist entities (“Unions”)
as soon as the content of Law 1268/82 leaked out. It is an eloquent
historical coincidence that needs further investigation.

Access incqualities to university education: an approach to

The access to Greek tertiary education (especially to the university
sector) and the relevant selection processes are influenced by socially
determined inequalities. Given that all tertiary education access systems
are centralised and centrally arranged, research is carried out into what
extent the reformative interventions make more or less competitive the
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selection processes as this results to the advantage (according to priority)
of the already privileged due to their social origin. The analysis of the
official data of the National Statistics Service of Greece (1984-1998)
shows that the father’s profession is an important differentiation factor
of the relative access possibilities to university education while the
respective access inequalities are being increased over time.

The objective of the domination of the market over the tertiary
education permeates the Bologna Declaration. The conversion of the
University into an enterprise, the abandonment of the consideration of
higher education as a public good and the selective funding of the
institutions with market criteria are proposed. The increased demand for
university education combined with the command for the satisfaction of
the labour market’s needs and the drastic reduction of the cost of
university study, will result in the transformation of the Higher Professional
Schools into Universities, the downgrading of the level of studies and
the decreased access to postgraduate studies. Greek Universities are
opposed to this and propose, among others, the maintenance of the
citizen’s right for access to Universities, the increased funding for Higher
Education Institutions and the substantial strengthening of their
independence.
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The Bologna Declaration. The new educational order in

The Bologna Declaration recommends common policies for
European higher education. But it also contains some dangerous
confessions for the public tertiary education. The invocation of the
“knowledge society” is made at the expense of the completed education

of the same society’s members and with higher education being dropped
as a subject of public interest and social good. The employability is

promoted through the formation of intermediate scientific level graduates
for the satisfaction of the enterprises’ practical needs. The competitiveness
as an ideology will lead to a qualitative downgrading of all sciences
because only the useful knowledge for the production will be favoured.
The consequence of all these will be that the course for the determination
of the content, the spirit and the aims of higher education will be made
by those that will exploit the graduates and not by the teachers or the
students. And this is the main motive of the Declaration
