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The Knowledge Economy, the European Union and
Universities

The article examines the extent to which a fundamental social
change is currently taking place with the development of a
knowledge economy. It suggests that universities are now engaged
in a process of production as well as reproduction. Changes being
brought about in universities by the introduction of information
and communications technology are described in detail. The
implications of the Bologna Declaration are discussed within the
context of European states wishing to reduce the unit costs of
university education and to increase the number of graduates. The
paper concludes that it is in the content at least as much as in the
structure of university education in Europe that significant changes
are being made and will need to continue to be made.
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The Mathematician Konstantinos Karatheodoris and the
Greek University in Smyrni

The present study examines an attempt at creating a Greek
University in Smyrni (1919- 1922). More specifically it focuses
on prof. Karatheodori’s role in the above-mentioned effort.
Initially, emphasis is laid on important aspects of Karatheodori’s
biography (including his relationship to Albert Einstein and
Eleftherios Venizelos), in order to facilitate the interpretation of
his priorities and strategies regarding the establishment of the Greek
“University of Smyrni”. Aspects such as the structure, the technical
infrastructure, the staffing criteria

* are hermeneutically connected to Konstantinos
Karatheodori’s multicultural vision,

» are contextualized and contribute to the final interpretation
of the time, place and respective role of the “University of Smyrni”.

The study evidences that the establishment of a greek
University in the “liberated” area of near East (and more
specifically in the multicultural city of Smyrni) was an old
Karatheodori’s vision, that could contribute to the promotion of
peace, multicultural awareness and tolerance in the enduringly
“troublous” East, if it wasn’t broken off, because of the “Asia
Minor War” (1922).

Capitalism reformation and educational policy internationally
and in Greece

This paper examines the changes which have recently taken
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place in the education systems of many countries as well as in
Greece, as a part of more general trends induced by globalisation.
More specifically, it is pointed out that the new globalised
capitalism is characterised by the penetration of information
technology in the production process, an emphasis in the
accumulation of knowledge capital, a pursuit of flexibility,
innovation and performativity through new organisational
strategies, a new occupation structure and alterations in the role
and function of the state. On the basis of these developments, the
paper explores the new modes of educational knowledge
construction and organisational control of educational institutions.
It is argued that in many countries there have been clear trends
indicating a vocationalisation of secondary and higher education
curricula, as well as an adoption of business-like strategies in the
way educational institutions are managed. The Greek case reflects
this vocationalisation trend but the link between education and the
labour market is weak. Furthermore, the organisation and
management of Greek educational institutions is still bureaucratic
while at the same time a vast educational market has been
developed.
