Lifelong Education and Greek University: Participation of
Tertiary Education Institutions in Continuing Training System

THANASSIS KARALIS
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During the implementation of 1% Community Support
Framework in Greece, Community funds in human resources area
were directed to public sector institutions, non-profit organizations
and Local Authorities. Several institutions of tertiary education
implemented programs of continuing training, expanding at the same
time their activities to a new field. During the 2™ Community Support
Framework, a continuing training system was developed in Greece,
based on Community funds and specifications. The high participation
rates of private training institutions and the reduction of public sector’s
participation are the main characteristics of this system.

In this paper we examine the implications of this turn, to the
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participation of tertiary,education in the continuing training system. As
it is concluded from the analysis of quantitative data, a side-effect of
the privatization of continuing training systemis the elimination of tertiary
education institutions’ participation. This participation is extremely low,
and the continuing training system is not anymore a privileged field for
lifelong education activities by tertiary education institutions.
