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Financial inputs in the Scientific and Technological Research
of the Hellenic Higher Education's Institutions: quantitative
dimensions and trans-universities differences

The differences existing between the universities of our country

and the universities of other European Union's countries, concerning
the level and the structure of financial inputs in the Scientific and
Technological Research, reveal the unfavorable position of the Hellenic
Higher Education’s Institutions (A.E.1.) in the strongly demanding and
competitive field ot research. As it is observed, the biggest part of the
relevant inputs consists of imputed public financial resources from the
General Universities' Funds ( G.U.F.: 60.75%). from which a
considerable part (31,11%) constitutes a real public financial
contribution (State financial support from central or decentralized
public services, programs of European Union's research framework
or Structural FFunds). the contribution of public or private sector’s
enterprises being extremely small (around 5.21%), as well as the
contribution of the universities themselves (own resources: 4,21%).
On the other hand, the existence of trans-universities differences on
the nature and the structure by source of the financementavailable for
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Scientific and Technological Research conducts to the conclusion that
universities of different speed are established in the Hellenic area. This
fact sumulates the necessity of the direct institutionalization of the
permanent monitoring and evaluation of Hellenic Universities' activities
nthe field ofeducation and research, having as amain goal the optimum
homogeneity and the quality measurement of their work.

The present article discusses the proposal for the revision of article 16
of'the Constitution that guarantees academic freedom and the self-
government of higher education institutions. The article points out that
both the proposal of revision tabled by New Democracy during the
recent revision procedure as well as the debate on the proposal failed
to address the substance of the reflexion on the founding and operation
of non-state universities. Instead, a series of critical questions which
should have been the object of the revision procedure were
overshadowed, such as the establishment of autonomy of universities
and above all the repeal of obsolete provisions involving ideological
restrictions to academic freedom (clause of obedience, objectives of
education, distinction between professors and the other teaching
members of higher education institutions).

Law n. 3027/2002, art.3 par.18 section (a), amended the method of
legality control concerning the function of the University Institutions.
The new law provides, prior to the control exercised by the Minister
of Education, the exercise of legality control by the Rector. The Rector’s
control is not limited only to election decisions, but it extends to all
actions concerning the status and academic development of the
teaching and scientific stuff of the Institutions. Although legality control
is provided for “ex-officio™, it can also be initiated by application of
the interested party (art.10 of the Constitution). The Rector is
empowered to examine the competence of the Electoral Body, the
observance of procedural forms, the correct interpretation of the law,
cte. Due 1o the nature of legality control, the Rector is expected not to
control issues of substance, as the Minister has done so far, respecting
the self-govermning character of the Universities
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The establishment of peripheral universities must not be used
as a means to achicve regional policy objcctives

This paper argues that the establishment of peripheral universities
in Greece was not primarily the outcome of some strategy for a more
balanced regional development of the country; neither was it within
the framework of an educational reform policy. Peripheral universities
were established on an ad hoc basis, without specifically defined
criteria. In this sense we argue that the university has been used. in the
context of populist policies, as ameans for the achievement of other
goals, such as the increase of the political clientele of the party in
government.

Given that the economic results from the operation of the
peripheral universities so far were not the expected ones, though
important for each of the local communities where they have been
cstablished, and that one can hardly notice a significant cultural
upgrading in these cities: this paper claims that the above-mentioned
policy was ineffective. These results could have been achieved through
other means, without degrading the university education. The objection
raised does not concern the establishment of peripheral universities
per se but the fact that each peripheral university got scattered
throughout so many cities—a policy that was intensified recently-, some
of'which obviously were unable to host a university establishment.
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Scleeted aspects of the relationship between the state and higher

There was a shift over time from concern to link higher education with
the economy and with equity to the concept of the market. During the
1960s-1970s, the policies rested on the ideas of “equity” and
“efficiency’: higher education was expanded 1o accept a larger number
ol students in response 10 “social demand’ as well as to provide a
framework for the manpower demands of the economy. The equality
of educational opportunity argument was, therefore, used within a
human capital theory. Part of the governments’ policies to address the
above two issues was the debate about structures. During the 1980s-
1990s, the state no longer used the concept of ‘the economy’, but
rather emphasised a higher education system responding to “the
market”. Within this context, there developed a “conditional contract”
between the state and higher education. Consequently, there was a
major shift in evaluation relations. During the 1960s-1970s, the role
of the state was interventionary, defining long-term goals, and
concentrating on the inputs to higher education. However, during the
1980s-1990s, the state began concentrating on the output of higher
education institutions, giving them greater autonomy, within careful limits.
Finally, within the context of the responsiveness to the market, there
were implications for knowledge, which was constructed within a
market framework. As a result, some forms of knowledge were
becoming more important than others.
