The predominant ideology of our times has utterly abandoned the
discourse of “society of organised labour within a welfare state”. Instead, an
ideological substitute is being launched, the so called postindustrial “society
of knowledge”, taken to be promoted due to technological innovation in
communications. However, behind the ambiguity of this expression shows
up a conception of technological determinism in History, coupled with crude
economism and a purely téchnocratic comprehension of reality, convenient
to the neoliberal globalisation of capitalism. But, if the notorious “society
of knowledge” keeps being a capitalistic one, then the critique of political
economy is unavoidably still valid against it.

The emergence of an authentic “society of knowledge” would only
possible be in the case of a transformation of late capitalism. All the same, a
constant concern is imperative, here and now already, for uses of knowledge
and technical innovation tending to a secure social reproduction of the man-
kind, with dignity for all its members, present and future, with justice, peace
and ecological safety.
