According to social identity theory (SIT), people strive for a positive contribution to
their self-concept through identification with social groups. When an ingroup
happens to have a lower status than an outgroup, social identity is supposed to be
negative. In such a case there will be an influence on the identification with the ingroup, which also
depends on three socio-structural variables, namely permeability. legitimacy, and stability. In the present
study we examined the possibility of an experimental design using a scenario, and also the impact of

permeability and legitimacy on identification and feelings of discontent. Results are discussed in the
context of SIT and relative deprivation theory.
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
