The present study represents an effort to understand factors which contribute to
ABSTRACT greater exposure of children in practices of abuse/neglect, and, more

specifically, the factor of parental mental disorder. A connection among mental
disorder of the parent and abuse/neglect of the offspring is often reported, aithough research findings have
been inconsistent (Duncan & Reder, 2000. Dunn, 1993). The present study consists part of the program
«Parental mental disorder and psychosocial health of children», financed by the DAPHNE Initiative of the
European Commission. Aims of the study were the investigation of. a) abuse/neglect incidence in families
with parental mental disorder and its relation to individual and social variables, such as diagnostic
classification of the disorder, family support framework, domestic violence, and b) the relationship
between parental mental disorder and children’s mental health. Twenty five families participated in the
study, with either the mother (84%) or the father (16%) presenting a serious mental disorder. Data
collection was based upon: a) archival study, through detailed analysis of records regarding structurai and
functional characteristics of the families, b) semistructured interviews with the mentaily ill parent targeted at
understanding their views and experiences, and ¢) Strengths and Difficulties Questionnaire - SDQ
(Goodman, 1994), which was completed by parents (for 33 children) and teachers {for 20 children).
Findings confirm the position of the family model (Falkov, 1998) for the cumuiative results of adverse
tamilial conditions upon the family’s capacity to ensure normal development and mental health of children.
Furthermore, findings emphasize the need for multi-level provision of services and active involvement of
service providers in supporting families in incidences of child abuse/neglect.
