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Adolescents’ perceptions of attachment relations

The objective of the study was to investigate attachment relations as a predictor

ABSTRACT of aggression in adalescence. The results of the study showed that attachment

to mother has a direct and significant effect on attachment to friends. Another

finding of the study was the strong relation between attachment and hostility, as well as the mediating role

of anger in the network of the relations of attachment to physical and verbal aggression. The relation of
anger to physical aggression was stronger for boys than for girls.
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
