The field of Organisational Psychology has experienced over the last years rapid
ABSTRACT growth. One of the most important subjects that have occupied psychologists all

over the world is teamwork as well as the research of variables that make a team
effective. A new theory from the field of Positive Psychology, the Theory of Positive Emotions (Fredrickson,
1998, 2001), potentially can provide important informations on the subject of team effectiveness. For the
investigation of the role of positive emotions in team effectiveness in the present study we constituted 12
teams using as a criterion the type of personality. These teams were assigned to solve 2 exercises —
intellectual problems. The results showed that the experiencing of positive emotions influences team
effectiveness in additive and disjunctive tasks according to the typclogy of Steiner (1972).
