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Cognitive models of stereotype change: The role of the typicality of exemplars

The aim of the present research was to explore predictions based on cognitive
ABSTRACT models of stereotype change. The effect of the distribution of disconfirming

information (“concentrated” in a few or “dispersed” across many exemplars) and
the number of exemplars (“small” or “large” sample of exemplars) on stereotypic responses, was
examined by using a 2 x 2 between subjects design. The results support a “prototype version” of the
subtyping model, but are restricted to the small sample condition. The possibility that the cognitive
overload created by the large sample of exemplars might lead to selective processing of confirming
information is discussed.
