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A different school: School as a caring community

ABSTRACT

In this study multiple levels of diversity in the school environment are presented.
Critical factors for the positive development and school adjustment of all

students with similar and different needs are taken into consideration. A broader
perspective of diversity is outlined and certain parameters related to the basic levels (individual, family,
peers and school) are briefly discussed, based on empirical findings that suggest the necessity of a
«different» school and of the provision of various services. The proposed conceptual framewark
emphasizes the necessity for evidence-based effective intervention in order to support children in the

context of an understanding and caring environment.
