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Cognitive Rehabilitation Therapy
in Acquired Brain Injury

Avra Kouaioumtzi!

Cognitive rehabilitation will be defined as “efforts to promote maximal adaptive

cognitive functioning in patients with neurologically induced cognitive deficits”.
ABSTRACT The purpose of this review was to introduce the cognitive rehabilitation therapy

in the field of neuropsychology and to investigate the efficacy of interventions
or treatments for moderate to severe acquired brain injury. The plan of an appropriate rehabilitation
programme based on the evaluation of the cognitive deficit with the use of psychometric tests, the
assessment of their influence in the daily activities, and in the short and long term targets. This review
examined four major areas of cognitive therapy including: attention/concentration, learning and memory,
executive functioning, and general cognitive rehabilitation approaches.Conclusions suggested that specific
intervention were recommended for treatment of cognitive deficits post brain injury. Future research should
explore functional outcome measures and long-term effects of treatment interventions through foliow-up.
