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Social phobia: Clinical features and effective treatments

Social phobia is one of the most prevalent psychiatric disorders. It is associated
ABSTRACT with severe subjective distress and significant social, educational, and profes-

sional impairment. The present overview: (a) summarises issues of diagnosis,
epidemiology, and phenomenology of social phobia, (b) provides a detailed description of cognitive-
behavioural interventions for social phobia, and (c) reviews the empirical evidence for the effectiveness of
these interventions. It is concluded that social phobia incurs a significant socio-economic cost that may be
reduced by raising awareness about the disorder and the available effective treatments for it. Recommenda-
tions for future research in Greece concern the development of valid, reliable and cutturally-sensitive
diagnostic instruments for the detection of social phobia. in addition, more cost-effective ways of delivering
cognitive-behavioural treatments (e.g. via computers, manuals, etc) need to be explored.
