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Elements of mother’s psychopathology as risk factors for the
development of negative self-concept and depressive
symptomatology in the child

Depression is one of the most common mental disorders in adolescence.
ABSTRACT Adolescent depression can be lengthy and recurrent. It represents a risk factor

for continued psychopathology and psychosocial maladjustment as an adult.
Researchers have found that there are many factors that contribute to adolescent depression. One of the
most potent factors for the development of psychopathology in adolescents is a family history of
psychopathology, especially maternal depression. Employing structural equation modeling with a sample
of 93 mother-child dyads, the study examines the network cf relations between mother's mental health and
self-esteem on the one hand and her chifd’s depression and self-concept on the other. Factor analysis of
the items from the three measures tapping mother's anxiety, depression and self-esteem resuited in three
distinct factors: suicidal ideation, self-esteem and a composite psychopathology factor which could be
labeled as negative affectivity. The results of the path analysis revealed that mother's negative affectivity
directly impacts her child's evel of depression. Maternal seif-esteem has a direct effect on her child's self-
esteem. which in turn influences child's depression. Moreover, maternal self-esteem exerts an indirect
influence on her child's depression through child’'s perceived relationships with parents.
