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Contributions of phonological short-term memory
to vocabulary acquisition
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It is now well established that a particular component of working memory, the
ABSTRACT phonological loop, plays a crucial role in vocabulary acquisition. In the present

study the specific links between children’s phonological short-term memory
skills and vocabulary knowledge are investigated. A group of 47 Greek children with mean age 6.5 were
assessed for their non-verbal intelligence, vocabulary knowledge and phonological loop capacity-using
three different means (digit span, repetition of Greek nonwords and repetition of English nonwords). A
strong link was found between the phonological memory measures and the vocabulary test. Crucially, the
link remained strong even when the non-verbal ability and the chronological age factors were taken under
account. Interpretations within the working memory model and possible contribution of phonological
memory to vocabulary acquisition are discussed here.
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
