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Provision of psychological services in schools:
The undermined contribution of school psychologists
to the Greek educational system

School psychology is a refatively new science, which has been established in the
ABSTRACT fast few decades. In the course of all these years, the role and function of school

psychologists have drastically changed/expanded. The needs of modern society
have rendered the provision of psychological services in schools more imperative than ever before. In the
United States or other European countries, school psychologists play a decisive role in the provision of
psychological services in schools, offering reliable soiutions to the variety of problems that arise in
everyday school life. In Greece, the history of school psychology is even shorter. The number of schoo!
psychologists working in the public educational system is extremely small and their responsibilities
seriously undermined. The ultimate aim of the present article is to alert people on the need of the Greek
educational system to provide more elaborated forms of psychological services to meet the needs of the
whole school population and at the same time to expand on the feading role schoo! psychologists may
play in the organization and provision of such services.
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
