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Maternal perceptions of children’s behaviour in relation to
psychosocial factors of the family context

The aim of the present study was to investigate the pattern of interrelation
ABSTRACT between a number of factors that formulate and characterize the family context

and the intensity and frequency of children’s behavioral reactions that represent
psychosocial adjustment, as they were reported by their mothers. The data were collected by means of a
questionnaire administered to the mothers of 175 children attending the 3rd, 4th and 5th grade of six
elementary schools. More specifically, based on the systems theoretical approach and the relevant
research literature, the contribution of a number of variables was examined: (a) socio-demographic
characteristics (mothers’ age and educational level), (b) maternal psychological state (trait anxiety, locus
of control, optimism), mothers’ perception regarding their health, the relationship with the children and the
level of marital satisfaction, and (c) the «proximal»-intrafamilial processes. The findings are partly in
agreement with previous research regarding the role of maternal perception and judgments of children’s
psychological functioning. Aspects of mothers’ psychologicai state, their perception concerning the family
functionality and the intrafamitial processes were related with their estimations concerning children’s
psychosocial adjustment. The findings are of particular importance in terms of potential prediction of
children’s difficulties and early intervention.
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
