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Personality development:
Continuity, change and prediction

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The issue of continuity and discontinuity in development has long been
ABSTRACT debated among personality psychoiogists. The adoption of a discontinuity

model of personality development does not allow for prediction and
primary prevention of later problems in the person’s adaptation. The longitudinal studies have
shown two kinds of continuity: homotypic and heterotypic continuity. In this paper different
theoretical approaches and findings from longitudinal studies will be discussed that support the
notion that personality development is continuous, consistent and coherent. However, it will be
argued that one has to seek continuity at the leve!l of the quality of the child’s adaptation in
different developmental stages and not at the level of simple behaviors.
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
